
ORDINANCE NUMBER 94

AN ORDINANCE, ENTITLED AN ORDINANCE REGULATING THE SOLICTING OF BUSINESS BY TAXICAB

DRIVERS, AUTOMOBILE DRIVERS, OR BUS DRIVERS ON THE PRIVATE PREMISES OF THE LOUISVILLE &

NASINILLE RAIL ROAD COMPANY, IN THE CITY OF BONIFAY, FLA.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BONIFAY, FLORmA.

Section 1. It shall be unla1nful for any taxi cab driver, bus driver, or other person

operating an automobile for hire, or ~v person connected as employee, or otherwise with
any taxicab, bus or automobile operated for hire to solie it business, patronage custom,

or passenger, for any taxicab, bus, or automobile, operated for hire, which is in the bus-

iness of transporting or offering to transport, passengers or freight from the City of

Bonifay, to any point without said City of Bonifay, on the private premises of the Louis-

ville & Nashville Rail Road Company, or on the public streets within one block or less of the

Lousiville & Nashville Rail Road Company's Depot.
Section 2. The words private premises of the Louisville & Nashville Rail Road Company

as used in Section 1 of this ordinance shall include the waiting rooms, agents office baggage

room, warehouse, and all platforms adjacent thereto, and all grounds o1nled by the Louisville

& Nashville Rail Road Company in the City of Bonifay.
Section 3. All persons guilty of a violation of section 1 of this ordinance shall upon

conviction before the Mayor, be punished by a fine not exceeding $100.00 or imprisonment

not exceeding 30 days or both such fine and imprisonment in the discretion of the Mayor.

Section 4. This ordinance shall take effect immediately upon its passage and approval

of the !-layor.
